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How TO GET RID OF WARTS

Warts are generally harmless and often disappear on their own over time, but they're unsightly, and
some, like those found on the soles of the feet, can make walking and exercise painful. Getting rid of
warts can be a challenge, but fortunately, the most effective treatments are the least invasive.

Warts occur when skin cells grow faster than normal because they are infected with the human papillo-
mavirus (HPV).The strains that cause skin warts have rarely been linked to cancer.

All of us come into contact with HPV repeatedly- when we shake hands or touch a doorknob, but only
some of us develop warts, and that's hard to explain. For reasons not clear, people in certain occupa-
tions, such as meat, fish, and poultry handlers are more prone. But the most likely explanation is that
some people are simply more prone to warts than others.

Skin warts aren't highly contagious. They can spread from person to person by direct contact, mainly
through breaks in the skin. You might also pick up warts from surfaces such as locker room floors or
showers.

Studies indicate that about half of warts go away on their own within year, and two-thirds within two
years, so, "watchful waiting" is an option for new warts. Some experts recommend immediate treatment
to reduce the amount of virus shed into the nearby tissue and the possibility of lowering the risk of recur-
rence. Several treatment options are available.

Salicylic acid - the main ingredient in aspirin and should be your first choice. It comes in various over-
the-counter preparations, including liquids, gels, and patches in various concentrations from 17% to
40%. To treat a wart, soak it for 10 to 15 minutes, file away the dead warty skin with an emery board or
pumice stone, and apply salicylic acid. Do this once or twice a day for twelve weeks or until the wart is
gone.

Freezing - called cryotherapy, a clinician swabs or sprays liquid nitrogen onto the wart and a small sur-
rounding area. The extreme cold (may be as cold as 320 degrees) burns the skin, causing pain, red-
ness, and usually a blister. This method usually takes three or four treatments.

Duct tape - application of a silver duct tape patch over the wart for six days. Remove the patch, soak
and file the wart, leave uncovered overnight, and reapply the tape in the morning. Leave in place for an-
other six days. Follow this regiment for two months or until the wart disappears. Salicylic acid may be
applied before covering the wart.

Other agents - Warts that don't respond to standard therapy may be treated with prescription drugs. The
topical immunotherapy drug aldara is thought to work by causing an allergic response and irritation at
the site of the wart. Another agent that may be used are the chemotherapy drugs fluorouracil, applied as
a cream, and bleomycin, which is injected into the wart. These treatments have side effects, and the
evidence for their effectiveness is limited.

Zapping and cutting — The technical name for this treatment is electrodesiccation (or cautery) and curet-
tage. Using local anesthesia, the clinician dries out the wart with an electric needle and scrapes it
away. This usually causes scarring as does removing the wart with a scalpel.

When to see your clinician? Some skin cancers resemble warts at first. If you have a wart that doesn't
change much in size, shape, or color, you probably don't need to see a clinician. But if you are in your
50's and develop new warts, see a dermatologist. Be suspicious of any wart that bleeds or grows quick-

ly.

A Christmas creed

Several years ago, Dr. Ormal Miller, a beloved and
effec-tive pastor, died suddenly at the age of 48.
Among the many gifts of life and service he left to
those who knew him was this brief composition:

I believe that Christmas is a spirit, and they
that find it must seek it in spirit and. in
truth.

I believe that it is not a season of the year, but a
way to live. It comes whenever wise men and
shepherds bow down at the same shrine;

whenever charity displaces intolerance;

whenever old enemies forgive one an-
other;

whenever kindliness takes the place of
ill will.

I believe in the Christmas hope as the way to life for
all persons and nations.

I believe that peace onearth and good will
among all can become living realities in
this generation.

What to give?

After complaining that I never knew what to give peo-
ple for Christmas, my pastor sent me this list: To your
enemy, forgiveness.

To an opponent, tolerance.

To a friend, your heart.

To a customer, service.
